�  V. Conditions of use & Refunds �

o Conditions of use 
-  Passes must be validated within 6 months  of issuing date by a railway official in Germany 

(station’s desk) who also fills in the passport number 
-  Passes must be validated prior to boarding the first train/ship 
-  An Inspector on international trains to Germany may also validate a pass when the holder 

of the German Rail Pass arrives in Germany. In that case, the starting date for validity to 
be shown on the pass is the date on which it is inspected 

-  The date of travel has to be entered in the correct way before boarding the first train/ship, 
by the traveler , in the corresponding box of the calendar 

-  7:00pm rule : if a direct overnight train starts after 7:00pm on a validated German Rail 
Pass, the pass holder must enter the next day's date on the pass, provided it falls within 
the validity of the pass

-  German Rail Pass must be presented for refund unused and not validated 
-  An 85% refund applies to totally unused passes returned within 1 year  of issuing date
