Day 1: BRUNEI — SEOUL (INCHEON)
Assemble at BRUNEI International Airport for your pleasant flight to Seoul, Capital of Korea.

Day 2: SEOUL — KYONGJU (L/ D)

After which, proceed to visit MBC Daejanggeum
Village; the main filming location of Daejanggeum. You can get an inside look at the sets or immersed in the
reproduced drama scenes. Explore the drama props, royal dishes and costumes created for the scenes.

This morning we will visit Bulguksa Temple, one of Korea’s best known temples, is a testimony to both the skill
of Silla architects and the depth of Buddhist faith at the time.
